Mud on the car, 

mud roads, mud in the 

fields.  I was thinking 

about the confluence of 

mud and Lent recently.  

Now the metaphor 

should not be stretched 

too far!  But there is 

some value in thinking 

about how the mud of 

spring leads one to 

clean, and how the 

ñmud of our soulsò is 

calling for a Lenten 

cleaning.ò  Lent is in 

full swing.  Lent is tra-

ditionally a time of 

fasting, prayer and self-

denial.  We might be 

thankful that we live in 

this time period, for 

earlier ages treated 

Lent with much greater 

observance, no meat, 

no dairy, not much 

good food at all!  The 

whole culture would be 

ñkeeping Lentò which 

probably gave encour-

agement to those who 

were wavering in their 

devotion.  For Chris-

tians today who are de-

termined to keep a 

Holy Lent there is little 

to no support in the 

wider culture for this 

task.  Yet keeping a 

Holy Lent is exactly 

the task before us.  It is 

the task that the Church 

believes is necessary in 

order to live more fully 

into the glory of Easter.   

 

How can we keep a 

Holy Lentðby observ-

ing the call of our Ash 

Wednesday service to a 

time of ñprayer, fasting 

and self-denial.ò  We 

are called to prayer, 

both private prayer and 

communal worship.  

We are called to fasting

ï whether the literal 

fasting from food, or 

the ñfastò that comes 

from giving something 

up.  And we are called 

to self-denial.  This is 

not ñgiving something 

upò this is the recogni-

tion that God is in fact 

in chargeðthe denial 

of the idea that ñI am 

the most important 

thing in the universeò 

in order to learn Godôs 

will for our lives.  

 

As we wash the literal 

mud off our cars and 

windows, let us this 

month engage in the 

washing of our souls, 

and keep a Holy Lent.

Maundy Thursday 
 
Maundy Thursday derives its name from Mandatum novum, or New 

Commandment.  It was on this day that Jesus celebrated what we now 

call the Last Supper with his followers.  Jesus gave his followers a new 

commandment, ñthat you love one another.  Just as I have loved you, 

you also should love one another.  By this everyone will know that you 

are my disciples, if you have love for one another.ò (John 13:34-35)  We 

will celebrate the commemoration of the first Eucharist 7:00 pm, calling 

to remembrance Jesusô meal with his followers, and his teaching them 

about what it means to follow him.   

 

ñCan you not stay awake with me one hour?ò This question of Jesus to 

the disciples in the garden of Gethsemane led to the tradition of keeping 

watch in prayer between the services of Maundy Thursday and Good 

Friday.  We invite any who wish to keep a period of vigil to do so.  Stay 

after the Maundy Thursday service, come early before the Good Friday 

service, keep watch in prayer and ponder what Jesus has done for us.  is 

a very powerful way of being present with Christ in the hours between 

the Last Supper and the crucifixion.   

TE N EB R AE  
 

The name Tenebrae, the Latin word for darkness or shadows, has for 

centuries been applied to the ancient monastic night and early morn-

ing services of the last three days of Holy Week. In medieval times, 

Tenebrae came to be celebrated on the preceding evening.  This ser-

vice provides an extended meditation upon, and a prelude to, the 

events in our Lordôs life between the Last Supper and the Resurrec-

tion.  The most conspicuous feature of the service is the gradual extin-

guishing of candles and other lights in the church until only a single 

candle, a symbol of our Lord, remains.  Toward the end of the service 

this candle is hidden, typifying the apparent victory of the forces of 

evil.  At the end, a loud noise is made, symbolizing the earthquake at 

the time of the resurrection (Matthew 28:2), the hidden candle is re-

stored to its place, and by its light all depart in silence.  We will read 

the service of Tenebrae at 7 pm on Wednesday. 
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The Great Vigil 
 

The Great Vigil of Easter is one of the most glorious services of the entire 

church year.  Unlike the Christmas Eve service, it is not the Easter day ser-

vice at night.  It is totally different, and unique.  We are not celebrating the 

Easter Resurrection service, we are celebrating the story of our redemption 

in a profound and powerful way.   

 

It is a service of light and of lessons.  The vigil starts outside the church 

with the lighting of the new fire.  Christ is called the ólight of the worldô and 

with the crucifixion on Good Friday, that light is extinguished.  Every year 

we enter fully into this story, and celebrate the despair at the extinguishing 

of the light, and the joy of the triumph of light over darkness at the resurrec-

tion.  Symbolically the triumph of light is acted out by the new fire, the first 

sign that Christ is alive and the church is alive in Christ.  From this new fire 

the Paschal candle, the symbol of the risen Christ, is lit. By the light of can-

dles, the service is held as we sing of the exultation of God, hear again the 

story of our salvation, and sing praises to God for Godôs wonderful works 

throughout all the ages.   

 

The Great Vigil is also the traditional time for baptisms, for people to be-

come full members of the body of Christ. During this most sacred liturgy 

we renew our own vows, reminding ourselves of the covenant we have en-

tered through baptism.   

 

As part of the Vigil all who wish to will be invited to stay ñin vigilò and 

read together the Gospel of Mark.  This takes about 2 hours to read out 

loud.  It is a great way to be in vigil for the morning, the hear the story 

again, and to be reminded of our place in this story.   

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 
Good  
Friday 

 
Good Friday is the 

most solemn and som-

ber day of our entire 

church year.  We enter 

fully into the depths of 

despair as we hear of 

the crucifixion, as we 

acknowledge our own 

participation in the sins 

of the world which led 

to the death of the Son 

of God.  The Proper 

Liturgy for Good Fri-

day is a service of sol-

emn prayer, solemn 

contemplation upon the 

actions of that day.  It is 

a service of veneration 

of the cross, where we 

celebrate the transfor-

mation of the cross of 

shame to the cross of 

glory.  We enter into 

the death of Christ by 

completely consuming 

all of the Sacrament, 

leaving the tabernacle 

open and empty, allow-

ing ourselves to feel the 

pain of the absence of 

our Lord.  It is not an 

easy service; it is not 

supposed to be easy.  

But there is no way to 

understand the truth of 

Easter, the joy of 

Easter, without the real-

ity and pain of Good 

Friday.  We will pray 

the Liturgy of Good 

Friday at 7:00 pm.
