Lentðwho needs it?! 

The season of Lent is fast approaching, Ash Wednesday is the 18th.  A day of fasting and peni-

tence when I invite you all ―to the observance of  a holy lent by self-examination and repen-

tance, by prayer, fasting and self-denial, by reading and meditating on God’s holy Word.‖   

Recently someone was overheard to say that Lent does not include Sundays, that all Sundays 

are feast days after all.  While technically that is correct,  we do in fact say that all Sundays are 

―mini-Easters,‖ to say that therefore we don’t observe Lent on Sundays would be wrong.  We 

do observe Lent on Sundays—that is why the hangings are purple; we start with the penitential 

order; we sing Lenten hymns.  If we were to follow the logic of ―all Sundays are Easter celebra-

tions‖ no changes would be observed throughout the year.  But the year does have a cycle and 

rhythm, and we do in fact observe the changing seasons of the Church, even if all Sundays are 

by definition feast days. 

But why, why do we do this thing?  Why does the church believe that Lent is necessary, and 

how can we make it more than simply mere ritualistic formulae?  In part Lent is necessary be-

cause we need to be honest with ourselves.  We need to partake of honest self-examination in 

order to engage in true repentance.  The rest of the practices—they are all about the discipline 

of holy habit making.  The practices of giving up or taking on disciplines are perhaps minor in 

their appearance, but the habit will help us in our walk of discipleship.  For example my prac-

tice of eating oatmeal for breakfast and of not drinking alcohol for Lent in and of themselves 

are minor.  But those practices invite the contemplation on the role of food and drink and their 

relationship to happiness and health.  From that contemplation one can be invited into the ques-

tion of the relationship between body and spirit, and how in the Scripture there is no distinction, 

so that care for body is care for spirit.  It is not that oatmeal is always good, or alcohol always 

bad, but practice of thoughtfully taking on or giving up leads to deeper contemplation, or it can 

lead to it if we are intentional about what we are doing.   

The discipline of holy habit making is just that, a discipline.  It is the faithful work, day after 

day, of practices which eventually become habits: the habit of prayer, the habit of mediation and 

study on God’s holy Word.  Habits can be good things; in fact we are called to have habits of 

good things.  But in order to have the habit we need to make the start, and sometimes the re-

start.  That is partly what Lent is all about.  Think about where in your life you need a holy 

habit—will that require giving up, or taking on?  Pick one thing, and this 

Lent engage in the discipline needed to make the start on that holy habit.   

In the name of the Church, I invite you all to a holy Lent.  We all need it.
